Wanderers kicked off and quickly threatened the
opposition line only to concede a penalty and lose their
attacking position.

Warren
Riddell-Bloomfield made a big tackle to prevent another
try minutes later but the Lions went further ahead with
a penalty and after ten minutes led 10-0. Winger Will
Mahoney made a great chase and won a penalty at the
subsequent breakdown.

There was again no lack of commitment from the
Wanderers team. The lack of continuity of players’
availability has made it impossible for the coaches to
select a consistent side who have trained and practised
together.

The only
two ever present in the eight matches played to date
are, number eight Brett Scott and open-side Sam
Taylor. Congratulations to them all. Often apparently
outgunned for height and weight the pack has putina
series of fine performances. Their combined abilities,
especially notable in defence, have been of great
value to the team who have featured 39 players in the
eight games played, with consequent problems for the
second and third fifteens.
